LABOUR FORCE

e British Columbia’s jobless rate fell 0.3 percentage points to 7.3% (seasonally
adjusted) in June. After four consecutive monthly increases, employment in British Columbia
slipped 0.4% in June. A sharp drop (—4.6%) in the number of people who were self-employed was the
primary reason for the decline.

The province’s unemployment rate was down 0.3 percentage points to 7.3% because of a

contraction in the size of the labour force (—0.7%) as opposed to improved labour market conditions.

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LABOUR SHORTAGES PROJECTED IN BC FOR THIS DECADE

The Northeast region will lead the province in the demand for labour in this decade, according to the
second annual Labour Market Outlook report.

The Northeast is projected to have the highest annual growth in the demand for workers at 1.7 per cent,
followed by the Mainland/Southwest at 1.6 per cent and the North Coast and Nechako regions at 1.3 per cent.
Just over one million job openings are expected in British Columbia by 2020, with close to two-thirds of these
openings due to retirements, and the other one-third due to economic growth.

"Within the next five years, we expect to have more jobs than we have people to fill those jobs," said Pat
Bell, Minister of Jobs, Tourism and Innovation.

The strongest annual growth in the demand for workers is expected in healthcare at 2.4 per cent, followed
by natural and applied sciences and related occupations at 1.6 per cent, and occupations in art, culture,
recreation and sport at 1.6 per cent. In terms of the occupations with the highest number of job openings - new
jobs and replacing retiring workers - sales and service occupations are expected to lead with 224,600 jobs,
followed by business, finance and administrative occupations with 182,000 jobs, and trades, transport and
equipment operators with 153,300 jobs.

In the Northeast, it is expected a boom in construction - specifically with large projects like the proposed
Site C Dam - and the continued growth of the natural gas sector will result in a high demand for skilled
tradespeople.

Bell said those projections assume a flat U.S. economy in the short-term, and that the controversial HST
will remain implemented after this year. He added the report places a strong emphasis on post-secondary
education, as about 78 per cent of job openings over the next decade will require some post-secondary
education and training or a university degree.

To address the increasing need for skilled workers in British Columbia, the provincial government is
investing over $470 million in jobs training and skills development programs this year.

"We've put in place a labour market development strategy called Skills for Growth that is helping to boost
the level of skills in people who are already working and helping to provide new skills to those who are not,"
said Bell, adding that includes that includes 15 different programs offered in the Northeast.

He said, for example, the Industry Training Authority (ITA) will fund about $75 million this year towards
trades training in communities across the province. He said another $2.4 million in federal-provincial funding
will be provided to ITA this year for trades training programs for Aboriginal people across the province, and
to undertake research to identify barriers that limit the success of Aboriginal people entering and completing
skilled trades certification. A $1.6-million Workforce Exploration Skills Training program will help
participants gain the skills to fill jobs in the mining sector, he added.

Bell said the BC Provincial Nominee Program will help attract skilled workers from other jurisdictions
and encourage entrepreneurs from abroad to start businesses in British Columbia.

He added he has also engaged the Small Businesses Roundtable to focus on key economic sectors and
regions and come up with recommendations on how to support those sectors. He said his colleague, MLA
Kevin Krueger, who co-chairs the advisory group, will be doing extensive consultations with small businesses
across the province in the coming months.

For the Northeast, the minister said other initiatives such as the increase in the tax rebate for homeowners
in rural British Columbia, and continued incremental investment in infrastructure such as recreation and arts
and culture facilities through the Northern Development Initiative Trust, will help persuade an often transient

workforce to settle permanently in the region.

OIL & GAS SALES

The July 2011 natural gas and petroleum sale resulted $5.08
million in bids. A total of 5,239 hectares exchanged hands at an
average of $969.81. The July sale last year generated $53.24
million in bonus bids on 36,413 hectares at an average price of
$1,462.

The August 2011 natural gas and petroleum sale resulted in
a total of $34.5 million in bonus revenue on 26,331 hectares at an
average of $1,310, per-hectare.

The August 2010 natural gas and petroleum sale resulted in
over $98 million in bonus bids for 68 parcels covering 31,052
hectares for an average price of $3,160/hectare.

The British Columbia government's September oil and gas
rights sale pulled in a total $17.24 million in bonus bids, pushing
the calendar year total to $123.19 million. The September 2011
sale disposed of 8,191 hectares at an average price of $2,104.

The 2010 auction brought $19.9 million for 22,212 hectares at
an average of $897.69 per hectare.

With three sales left this year, the province's $123.19 million
has produced an average price of $1,016 on 121,165 hectares. To
the same point in 2010, BC had attracted $780.55 million in bonus
bids for 335,094 hectares at an average of $2,329.

The province's lowest yearly total since 2000 was $232.38
million in 2004 but B.C. will be hard-pressed to even equal that
mark this year. The high watermark came in 2008 when $2.66
billion in land sale revenue. Between 1978 and 2010, the lowest
single year bonus total was $16.72 million which was recorded in
1982.

A large building that will supply fracking and coiled tube services to oil and gas companies is sct to be
built soon in Dawson Creek.

Alberta-based Calfrac Well Services was approved by city council to build a 20,600-square foot
chemical storage and wash bay building and a storm pond measuring just over two acres.

The construction will also include a 30,600-square foot office building with around 300 parking stalls.

Construction of the multi-million dollar proj-ect will begin soon.

"They are very anxious to get started right away, so I'm sure as soon as they hear the mes-sage that we've
approved it... they'll get started right away," said Mayor Mike Bernier.

The property will be located in the Hansen subdivision, located on the west side of Dawson Creek, on the
corner of the Dangerous Goods Road and the John Hart Highway.

Bernier said the operation will create more employment and bring people to the community.

He estimates around 150 people will work at the site.

Current Calfrac employees working in Alberta will likely relocate to Dawson Creek to join workers who
already live in the city, Bernier said.

"It's a huge investment into the community. It's a big chunk of property that's in city limits, which helps
our tax base as well," Bernier said.

Bernier said it's good for Dawson Creek's image when big companies like Calfrac invest in the city.

Calfrac supplies oilfield services in Canada, the US, Russia, Mexico and Argentina. It specializes in
fracking, coiled tubing, cementing and other well stimulation services designed to increase production of

hydrocarbons from wells.

DRILLING ACTIVITY

In a third quarter update to its Canadian drilling activity, the Petroleum Services Association of
Canada (PSAC) says 13,325 wells will be rig released in 2011, up 375 wells from its April forecast.

In April, PSAC revised the 2011 forecast to a total of 12,950 wells drilled (rig released) across Canada,
representing a seven percent increase in total wells drilled compared to 2010.

PSAC is now forecasting a further increase to 13,325 wells for 2011. This amounts to an increase of 10
percent over 2010 in total wells drilled (rig released) across Canada.

PSAC is basing its updated 2011 forecast on average natural gas prices of C$3.75 per mcf (AECO) and
crude oil prices of US$99 per bbl (WTI).

The second quarter saw a slightly higher than forecasted number of 176 more rigs released than was
forecasted in the second quarter. Despite severe wet weather in southeast Saskatchewan and Manitoba, the
increase in rigs released was largely due to a shift of activity to other areas, most notably to west-central
Saskatchewan.

On a provincial basis for 2011, PSAC now forecasts the greatest increase in well count to take place in
Saskatchewan with 3,273 wells, an increase of 17 percent over 2010 numbers. Manitoba is only slightly
trailing with a 14 percent forecasted increase to 590 wells. Alberta will keep pace at 8,761 wells to be drilled,
an eight percent increase, and British Columbia will see a slight increase of two percent with 660 wells to be

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BC HYDRO TRANSMISSION LINE

BC Hydro plans to build a new transmission
line in the South Peace to meet the demands of the
area's booming natural gas industry.

The energy-provider filed an application with
the B.C. Utilities Commission for the $250-
million line, which would run 19 kilometres east
of Chetwynd.

Electricity demand is growing 10 times faster
in the South Peace than the BC Hydro system as a
whole, the company said.

The Dawson Creek/Chetwynd Area
Transmission Project (DCAT) would double the
capacity of the electricity system in the region.

Construction is slated to begin in 2012 and
the line should be in service by October 2013, if
the project is approved.

The 230-kilovolt double-circuit transmission
line would span about 60 kilometres between the
planned Sundance Substation near Chetwynd and
Bear Mountain Terminal.

A second 12-kilometre-long line would
connect the Dawson Creek Substation to the rest
of the circuit.

"We're building for the next 50 years as our
province grows and develops, so we're really pleased to be moving ahead with the filing of the application for
the DCAT project,” said BC Hydro spokeswoman Lesley Wood. "It's critically important to your area and we
look forward to being able to service electricity to the demand that is coming up."

Wood said the amount of energy needed by the South Peace is "absolutely unprecedented" and there isn't
this extent of growth anywhere else in the province.

"It's largely because industries are coming in. The gas companies are drawn in by the Montney shale play
and they want to be able to power their equipment with clean electricity, which requires we bring more
electricity into that area," she said.

The project is expected to create up to 110 jobs each year during the construction phase.

The new transmission line is part of BC Hydro's plan to improve, replace and reinforce aging electrical
infrastructure originally built between 1950 and 1980.

The Crown corporation began its own environmental and archaeological studies in the summer of last
year.

It is identifying streams that would be crossed by the proposed new circuit and its effect on fish and their
habitat.

Wildlife habitat and species surveys, including a look at breeding birds, are also taking place.

The company will also be looking into the affect of the proposed line on vegetation in the area, including
rare plants. Non-invasive archaeological field studies are also in the process.

The new line is planned to roughly follow an existing BC Hydro transmission line, which loops around
Dawson Creek, Chetwynd, Hudson’s Hope and Taylor.

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WELL PERMITS

A record 4,481 of the permits issued during the first half of 2011 were for horizontal wells, close to 50
percent of the total.

In the January to June period, the well permit count stands at 9,047, up 22 percent from the first six
months of 2010 and the highest total since 2008 when 10,726 new wells were approved for drilling by
governments across Canada.

Besides the 4,481 horizontal permits, operators also licensed 1,714 directional wells during the first half
of the year.

A record number of wells were permitted in Saskatchewan (2,685) and Manitoba (282) in the first half of
2011.

Saskatchewan's license count for the January to June period is up about 59 percent over last year's tally, or
a total of 992 wells. Manitoba's six-month license total increased only slightly, by 11 wells.

Operators licensed 5,486 wells in Alberta at the halfway mark of the year, up about 11 percent from the
first six months of 2010.

B.C. has assigned 568 permits for the January to June
period, up 18 percent from the comparable 2010 period.

This year's license count includes 1,056 oilsands
evaluation wells, up from 780 to the end of June last year
and the most since 2008 when the six-month tally was
1,737.

With the strong price of crude, operators in Western
Canada permitted a decade-high 5,785 wells with an oil or
bitumen target during the first half, up 55 percent from
last year's six-month count.

Gas permitting is at a decade low in the four western
provinces. Only 1,553 gas wells per licensed during the
January to June period, down from 2,454 permits in the
comparable period last year.

Excluding experimental wells, the top five companies

that licensed wells in the first half of 2011 were:
Canadian Natural Resources Limited (817),
Husky Energy Inc. (586), Encana Corporation
(434), Cenovus Energy Inc. (278), and Penn West
Petroleum Ltd. (260).

Operators licensed 1,387 new wells in June, up 19
percent or 224 wells from a year earlier. Of the June
permits, 798 licenses were for horizontal holes, or 58
percent of the total, and another 325 permits were for
directional wells.

Saskatchewan's June permits rose to 452 from 257 a
year ago, while Alberta licensed 843 wells in June, up
from 787 permits in the year-prior period. B.C. assigned
43 new licenses in June, up one from a year ago, and
Manitoba's permit count declined to 47 from 69 in June

2010.

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RoYALTY CREDITS

The provincial government has approved $120 million in royalty credits to bolster northeastern B.C.'s
petroleum and natural gas sectors.

A total of 30 new infrastructure projects will be developed in the region, including new and upgraded
roads and pipelines that will improve access to underdeveloped areas and increase year-round production
activities.

Industry funds the entire cost of each infrastructure project. Companies can then apply for credit of up to
50% of the construction costs, which are applied against royalties they pay to the provincial government.

Some natural gas wells built in the Peace Region wouldn't have been economical to develop because there
were no existing roads or pipelines leading to them, said Peace River South MLA Blair Lekstrom.

If a company is willing to go into the area, it will qualify for the royalty reduction program.

Twelve companies have been awarded credits under the 2011 Infrastructure Royalty Credit Program.
Projects are awarded credits after the economic benefits to British Columbia are evaluated.

Lekstrom said British Columbians have benefited from the "hundreds of millions of dollars" generated by
the program, which has also helped the province remain competitive.

"For every $1 we invest in [the royalty credit program] as a province, we get a return of about $2.50. In
some cases it's even greater than that."

In other words, five years from now, the 2011 allocation of infrastructure royalty credits is expected to
have generated new net incremental royalties of around $300 million.

The return on investment increases with time because wells produce for many years, meaning the earliest
installments of the program are providing the largest source of revenue for the province.

Industry's response to the program has been strong this year.

Forty-nine applications, involving a total request of around $527 million in estimated construction costs,

were submitted to the Ministry of Energy and Mines for review.

NORTHERN GATEWAY PIPELINES

Enbridge Northern Gateway Pipelines has reached commercial agreements with shippers for its
proposed $5.5-billion marine terminal and pipeline project between Edmonton and Kitimat, British Columbia.

The company has filed with the National Energy Board, commercial agreements that fully subscribe for
long-term service and capacity on both the proposed 525,000 bbl-per-day crude oil export pipeline and the
193,000 bbl-per-day condensate import pipeline. After negotiations with Canadian producers and Asian
markets, the confidential parties have agreed on commercial terms relating to the long-term use of the
facilities.

A Joint Review Panel will begin community hearings Jan. 10, 2012, looking at the environmental impact

of the project and determining if it is in the public interest. Final hearings will begin June 26, 2012.

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MEIKLE WIND PROJECT

A wind energy project in northeastern B.C. is one step closer to construction after Vancouver-based
Finavera Wind Energy submitted an environmental application to provincial regulators.

The Meikle project, located 20 kilometres northwest of Tumbler Ridge, is planned to consist of about 55
wind turbine generators with an installed capacity of 117 MW. The project is currently in the application
screening stage, which takes a maximum of 30 days.

The application addresses key information on wildlife, ecosystems, First Nations consultation and
economic opportunities, and is the result of several years of environmental field work and consultation

If the application is complete, it will enter the application review stage, which is a maximum of 180 days.

Upon review, it will take up to 45 days for the application to be considered for an Environmental
Assessment certificate.

Construction is expected to take about 10 months and is scheduled to start in 2013. This phase of the
project includes:

Vegetation clearance and site preparation; Access road and collector road upgrading and construction;
Lay down area and storage activities; Construction of foundation and tower erection; Trenching and placement
of underground electrical collector cables; Construction of overhead transmission line; Substation and
operations/maintenance building construction; and Project commissioning including acceptance and
performance testing. There is potential for a concrete batch plant to be established on the site during the
construction of the foundation.

Construction will provide about 54 person years of employment and preference will be given to residents
of the Peace Region. The project has a planned operation date of November, 2013.

Finavera submitted the project into the BC Hydro 2008 Clean Power Call and was awarded an
Electricity Purchase Agreement in March, 2010.

MIDSTREAM OPERATORS POISED FOR SIGNIFICANT GROWTH

Midstream operators in Canada are poised for growth over the next few years as senior producers
pursuing oilsands development and liquids-rich resource plays increasingly embrace and use their services.

In June, AltaGas received final regulatory approval to begin construction of its 120 mmcf a day
Gordondale gas processing facility, located about 100 kilometres northwest of Grande Prairie in the Montney
resource area.

The $235-million facility will be onstream at the end of 2012 and will be a deep-cut plant producing a C2-
plus mix. The first phase of Gordondale is on track to deliver 15 mmcf per day to the Pouce Coupe facility via
the Henderson pipeline in the third quarter of 2011.

Over the last 17 years, AltaGas has grown from 20 employees and $3.5 million in assets to a workforce of
more than 900 and an asset base of almost $3 billion. It has power and utility divisions, but its gas business --
extraction, field gathering and processing -- accounts for 55 per cent of its EBITDA. David Cornhill, chairman
and CEO of AltaGas Ltd., said the company expects to invest $2 billion over the next three years in projects
under construction, with 40 per cent of expenditures directed to the gas side of its business (50 per cent for its
power business and 10 per cent towards utilities).

In Canada, about 80 per cent of the midstream infrastructure is still in the hands of producers, said Doug
Haughey, president and CEO of Provident Energy Ltd. By comparison, in the U.S., roughly 80 per cent of
the midstream infrastructure is in the hands of midstream companies.

Last June, Provident successfully completed the merger of its upstream assets with Midnight Oil
Exploration Ltd. to form Pace Oil & Gas Ltd.

The company moved forward as a pure-play midstream business involved in NGL extraction,
fractionation, transportation, storage and marketing.

Major growth drivers for Provident include the liquids-rich Montney area, the growing NGL production
in the Marcellus as it relates to the company's storage and fractionation facilities in Sarnia, and providing
solvent and diluent services to Alberta oilsands.

Bob Michaleski, president and CEO of Pembina Pipeline Corporation, thinks there will continue to
be a shift towards midstream companies being involved in infrastructure while producers focus on exploring
and developing.

"A lot of it is based on the relationships you have. In some cases the producers are keen on drilling and
they're happy to let companies like ourselves handle the processing and transportation for them because that's
not part of the business model that necessarily works for them. It does for us; we can be very transparent.
They know the fee they're being charged not only for processing but for the transportation.”

Pembina has four business units: its stable, but growing conventional pipelines business; oilsands and

heavy oil; midstream and marketing; and gas services.

LNG PLAN

As part of its “jobs plan” strategy, the British Columbia government will take four steps to help create a
prosperous liquefied natural gas industry and jobs in the province.

The four-step plan includes a greater emphasis on the permitting and decision-making processes, skills
training and development, investment attraction and international marketing.

The first step will be to accelerate the lengthy permitting processes and improve the decision-making
required to bring large-scale production facilities from concept to reality, and that these commitments will be a
greater priority for BC on a go-forward basis.

The province will also continue to strengthen collaboration with First Nations, local communities,
industry partners and other levels of government to define more effective working relationships.

As for training and development, the province has been working with industry partners for some time on
the future skills required to support a new LNG industry. The goal is to ensure the post secondary system is
able to deliver the targeted training necessary to grow the oil and gas industry, including LNG. Final details

are under consideration with further information to be announced later this fall.

RECORD 891 HORIZONTAL WELLS LICENSED IN AUGUST

Operators licensed 1,680 permits in August, up 26 per cent from 1,337 wells licensed a year earlier, and
1,341 wells in July.

For the first eight months of 2011, the well permit count stands at 12,068 -- 21 per cent more than the
9,986 wells licensed over the January to August period last year.

The total included 891 horizontal well authorizations issued for August, the highest monthly tally on
record.

Over the January to August period, 6,095 permits have been issued by governments across Canada for
horizontal holes, or 51 per cent of the total.

This year's permit count also includes 1,107 oilsands evaluation licenses, up from 787 permits issued to
the end of August last year.

August saw a continuation of this year's massive swing towards oil prospects, with 1,043 wells licensed
across Western Canada for oil or bitumen targets, a high for the decade, and up from 785 oil well
authorizations a year ago. For the eight month period, a total of 7,721 oil or bitumen permits have been issued
compared to 5,668 in the January to August period in 2010.

Of the eight-month tally, 4,138 of the oil and bitumen permits were in Alberta (up from 2,774 a year
earlier), while 3,155 were in Saskatchewan (up from 2,105 in 2010). In Manitoba, operators have licensed 385
oil wells to date this year compared to 374 a year ago.

With low gas prices, coalbed methane and gas permitting remains stagnant. In August, 344 gas or CBM
wells were licensed across Western Canada, up from 311 permits in July, but down from 413 well
authorizations in August 2010.

Over the eight-month period, 2,208 gas wells were permitted across Western Canada, off 32 per cent from
3,225 wells licensed in January to August of 2010.

In August, Alberta approved 831 licenses, Saskatchewan issued 458 permits, Manitoba approved 61
permits and B.C. assigned 325 new licenses (although only 123 B.C. licenses were approved).

HiGHWAY 52 UPGRADE

British Columbia is spending $4 million on an upgrade of Highway 52/Boundary Road, used heavily by
the oil and gas sector.

Funded through the province’s Oil and Gas Rural Road Improvement Program (OGRRIP), the project
will upgrade Highway 52/Boundary Road west of Tumbler Ridge. Of the $54 million invested in highway and
road improvements in the South Peace this year, $19 million is funded through OGRRIP.

The province has extended its commitment to the OGRRIP by investing $30 million this year to improve
rural roads throughout the Peace.

Work is underway and is expected to be completed in October.

PEMBINA PIPELINE EXPANDS TRUCK TERMINALS

Pembina Pipeline Corporation will invest approximately $50 million over the next 18 to 24 months
to expand its truck terminal network at key locations throughout western Alberta and British Columbia.

The company plans to expand services at a number of existing truck terminals and also construct new full
service terminals that focus on emulsion treating (separating oil from impurities to meet shipping quality
requirements), produced water handling and water disposal. In addition to earning fees for these additional
services, Pembina’s truck terminals will secure volumes for its pipeline systems, which will generate
additional pipeline toll revenue.

Pembina has an inventory of 15 opportunities across its pipeline systems to service constrained and
developing areas. Initial capital expenditures will be directed towards truck terminals to service Cardium,
Montney, Deep Basin and Peace River oil producers as well as at its Edmonton Nexus Terminal, subject to
regulatory approval.

Pembina’s current truck terminal assets include 12 clean oil facilities and an interest in the LaGlace Full
Service Terminal and the Rimbey Truck Terminal -- all of which are connected to Pembina’s conventional
pipeline systems. In addition, Pembina is nearing completion of its Baptiste Truck Terminal, which will serve
Cardium producers in the Willesden Green area.

Pembina entered the full service truck terminal business in 2008 through a joint venture with an industry
partner to construct the LaGlace terminal. Increasing the company’s truck terminal network is part of a capture
strategy to secure volumes for Pembina’s conventional pipeline network and is another example of its vertical

integration strategy.

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DAWSON CREEK TOURISM

Many American tourists on their way to Alaska this summer are stopping in Dawson Creek to eat at local
diners, park their RVs and take pictures in front of the iconic Mile 0 Post.

Dawson Creek is the beginning of the Alaska Highway, making it a starting point for many long RV trips
to Alaska.

Dawson Creek tourism development coordinator Dustin Bodnaryk has seen a sharp increase of American
visitors in town lately.

He said tourists aren't just passing through Dawson Creek, but are spending both time and money in the
area. "A lot of tourists stop in Dawson Creek because it's a starting point of the Alaska Highway. It's an
important point to stop and check out what we have here in town," he said.

He said many tourists on their way to Alaska or other areas of B.C. stop in Dawson Creek to eat before
parking their RVs for the night.

But Americans aren't the only ones interested in what Dawson Creek has to offer. Overseas travel to
Canada has also increased recently.

Around 379,000 trips to Canada from abroad were made in May, up almost two per cent from April.

The largest gains in trips were by residents of Italy and the United Kingdom, both at around nine per cent.

Dawson Creek has followed a similar pattern of having more European visitors lately. Bodnaryk said
there has been an influx of Swiss and German tourists this year.

"The research we've done shows a lot of tourists are looking for heritage attractions. Between the art
gallery, the Alaska Highway House and Pioneer Village, there are a lot of attractions,” he said. "We're basing
our tourist attrac-tions this summer on what the visitors want to see."”

Bodnaryk said tourists play a big role in
the economy of Dawson Creek, bringing in
around $55 million to the local economy.

Over 320,000 visitors travel along the
Alaska Highway every year. These numbers
are expected to increase next year due to the
70th anniversary of the highway's
construction.

"We've seen an increase of visits from
folks from Ontario, Quebec and other eastern
provinces this year," Bodnaryk said. "Alberta
continues to always be a strong market for us
as well."

He said many British Columbians are
also making the trip north to Dawson Creek.

"B.C. and Alberta are very important
markets for us. People are doing a circle-
route by travelling to Dawson Creek,

Tumbler Ridge, Hudson's Hope and Fort St.
John," the tourism coordinator said. "Often
they hop on a ferry on Vancouver Island and
go up to Prince Rupert then to Watson Lake

and down to Dawson Creek and then back.”

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MILITARY VEHICLES DRIVE ALASKA HIGHWAY

Ninety-seven historic military vehicles will launch from Dawson Creek on a month-long journey
travelling the Alaska Highway.

Members of the Military Vehicle Preservation Association will set off on their 6,600-kilometre drive on
Aug. 4, 2012 and return to Dawson Creek 27 days later.

Next year marks the 70th anniversary of the Alaska Highway construction. The famous highway wouldn't
have become a reality without the 7,000 pieces of military equipment used.

A total of 200 people will be taking part in the exhibition. Most members are Americans, but about six
people are from Canada.

"We picked the Alaska Highway because it has a great deal of military history," said Wendy Rowsam, the
convoy's spokeswoman.

The historic vehicles will be travelling along some of the most rugged roads in the Yukon and Alaska,
including the Campbell Highway, the Hatcher Pass and the Denali Highway.

The AC'12, short for the Alaska Highway Convoy 2012, will include a First World War truck, Second
World War vehicles and trucks used in Desert Storm. Original vehicles used in the Alaska Highway
construction will also be paraded. AC'12 will top out at 56 km/h along gravel roads.

Collectors who have an interest in preserving vehicles that played a critical role in military history own all
of the cars and trucks. Many participants are veterans or relatives of veterans.

The historic vehicles have to be in tip-top shape when they travel the long highway from Dawson Creek
to Alaska.

A maintenance team, complete with a mechanics shop, will follow the convoy in case of any mishaps.

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SUPREME CATTLE COMPETITION

Cattle in this year's Supreme Cattle competition may have been the best the Dawson Creek Fall Fair and
Exhibition has seen to date, according to one of the people working on the show.

"I think the strength of our cattle show was possibly the best we've ever had, if not close to the very best
we've ever had," said Past President and Chairman of the cattle division Don Murphy. "We've had some very
high-dollar cattle get beaten with ease by cows that are superior to them, which are home-bred cattle. It says a
lot about the exhibitors in our show."

The Supreme show pits the grand champion angus bull and the grand champion angus cow against the
grand champions from the all-breeds show. The show is gender specific, though Murphy explained that a
grand champion cow could potentially have a bull calf.

"We're trying to pick the best female in the show, and the best bull. It's a lot of conformation, structure,
meatiness, correctness and just what makes a good beef animal,” said Murphy. "We're basically looking for
the best two animals in the Peace River country."

Professionals from the cattle industry are brought in to judge the competitions.

"We don't expect a plumber to know what a beef cow should be like, and | don't pretend to know how to
plumb," Murphy joked.

One of the judges was Dan Schleppe, who looked carefully over each of the cattle before making a
decision on the winners.

"You want a bull to look like a bull, masculine, but not too big and ugly or else he might put off females,"
explained Schleppe, noting that he wants to see a heifer to look like a heifer and a bull to look like a bull.

It was a rare occurrence that a young calf won the Supreme Grand Champion Bull title.

"Usually a yearling or two-year-old bull will win your supreme, but one out of 10 times a calf will win it.
This doesn't happen very often."

Even though Schleppe chose a calf as the winner, he said it is not something he normally does.

"The reason | don't like picking a calf is | don't know how he's going to develop,” he said. "A two-year
bull is proof in the pudding. There he is, that's what he's going to look like. A yearling bull is like a teenage
boy. He might grow some more, he might not, but it's better than a five-year-old boy, right?"

From here, the winners are invited to show nationally in Regina, Saskatchewan.

HORSE DECORATING

The next generation of heavy horse decorators were given a chance to show off their skills in only half an
hour during the timed event.

Competing in the first of four stages, three young competitors brought their heavy horses and baskets of
brushes, ribbons and little paper flowers to the heavy horse ring at the Dawson Creek Fall Fair and Exhibition.

"It's decorating, so they use rolls and that to accentuate the mane, and flowers along the neck," explained
judge Don Strandquist about the event. "When they're doing it, they need nice, tight rolls so it stays in when
they're moving and hitching and that kind of thing.

"They tie the tail up so we can see the hind quarters. By being tied up, the tail doesn't get caught up in the
harness, either."”

Strandquist explained that the skill takes practice to get right, though anyone can learn.

"It's a knack that is carried down from generation to generation, but anybody can learn it. It's just a four-

strand braid for the mane and the tail is a three-strand braid, then tied up like a bun."

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ALL-BREED CATTLE SHOW

The all-breeds cattle show at the Dawson Creek Fall Fair and Exhibition taught everyone a little more
about what the industry is looking for in a beef animal.

"These are beef animals, so we're looking for animals that carry the traits on the female side that raise
sons and daughters," explained the competition judge, Dan Schleppe. "When they do go to be slaughtered,
they have the traits of a good beef animal, [like] muscle finished on the animal."

Even though the animals are likely to be slaughtered for beef, Schleppe was still picky about how the
animals looked, noting that a cow should be feminine-looking.

"You don't want her to look like a bull," he explained. "A lot of basics are the same, but she's supposed to
have a smaller head, a little bit more eye appeal, just a little bit more feminine _not as big and bulky."

But the competition is not just about looks, either.

"Udder and milk ability [is important]. The more milk they produce, the bigger the calf will be in the fall,
and the more money the rancher is going to make."

Around 70 head of cattle were shown at the fair over the weekend, including cattle from Vanderhoof,

B.C., Quesnel, B.C., the Peace and Alberta.

FOOD SUPPLY EXHIBIT

It's important for kids to know where their food originally comes from, in an age when people pick up
cartons of eggs, shiny red apples and pre-washed potatoes from grocery store shelves.

A kids' agricultural exhibit at the Dawson Creek Fall Fair aims to give youngsters a hands-on experience
at farming potatoes, carrots, milk and eggs.

"Kids go shopping with their parents and many don't know where they food comes from, especially kids
that live in town. They think their food just comes from the store," said fair ambassador Nicole Chmielewski.

Children start the exhibit by shoveling through dirt to find small potatoes. Then they move onto another
plot with larger potatoes, to see how the evolution of how vegetables grow.

A lot of the kids were surprised about how dirty vegetables are when they are originally harvested.

Next, the kids move on to milk a fake cow, complete with udders and a bucket to fill up with milk.

Some kids don't realize milk comes from an animal, not a carton on the grocery store self, the fair
ambassador said.

The children also get a chance to fish for colorful pretend fish in a small pond. The lesson learned here is
similar - fish aren't originally neatly prepackaged in plastic wrap.

Just like real farmers, the kids get to sell their produce to the shop owners. In exchange for their potatoes,
eggs and other products, they get paid in the form of chips, candy, juice and bite-size carrots.

Buying local products from BC has become a popular movement in recent years, and ambassadors at the
agricultural exhibit want to make sure kids follow this trend.

“You can buy almost anything in BC and it’s important to support our local industry,” Chmielewski said.
“We have our own milk, eggs and vegetables here, so why not support the local people who will give back to

our economy?”

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KISKATINAW FALL FAIR

Hundreds of people are expected to don their best Levis and cowboy hats for the 72nd annual Kiskatinaw
Fall Fair near Dawson Creek.

The fair is free of charge to everyone who attends, making it perfect for families looking for an action-
packed, low-cost outing.

"We are the oldest fair in the South Peace," said Joe Breti, chair of the Kiskatinaw Fall Fair Association.
"We have to be doing something right in order to survive this long.

"The fair hasn't changed much since it started, but we're always adding parts that become popular."

Around 1,000 people are expected to come out to the fair this year, along with 60 horses.

There aren't a lot of rules about which horses can enter into the shows.

"It's a good opportunity for kids to show off their horses. They don't have to be high-bred horses, just as
long as they show up,” he said. "It's a great place for young people to start as well as more serious
competitors."

The fair kicks off August 5 with a show by the Percheron Breeders Association of B.C. The show
includes all classes, from halter to driving. Next up is the heavy-horse log-skid. Halter classes, which include
both heavy and light horses, wrap up Friday's day at the fair.

The fair continues on Saturday
with the heavy-horse hitch classes,
which include wagons, carts and
agricultural equipment.

One of the main attractions every
year is the heavy-horse pull, Breti
said. Horses use all their might to pull
a skid with weights on top of it.

"The average weight of a horse in
this event is between 1,800 and 2,000
pounds. For a team of horses, that
would be 4,000 pounds,” he said. "We
don't get excited about the pull until
we have about 8,000 pounds on the
sleigh.

Home-cooked dinners each night
feature roast beef, potatoes and
dessert.

Displays of animals - including rabbits, chicken, geese and turkeys - will be available to look at.
Vegetables and field crops will also be shown. Each category will be judged and prizes awarded to the
winners.

Home-cooked food and handicrafts will be-available to purchase.

The fair includes a lot of kid-friendly activities to keep youngsters entertained. Children can get their
faces colorfully painted at no charge.

A light-horse show, featuring both Western and English events, begins on Sunday and is expected to last
the whole day.

"For the Western bench, we have a thing called the Trail Event, which taxes your equestrian ability plus
your horse. We run them through quite a program, which is also very interesting to watch," Breti said.

The fair grounds are located about 34 kilometres west of Dawson Creek, five miles west on 214 Road off

the Braden Road, which can be accessed from Highway 97.

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GRAIN CROPS

Ross Ravelli, owner of Ravelli Farms Ltd. located just outside of Dawson Creek city limits, said the
warm weather over the last week has allowed him to get quite a bit of his crops of the fields already.

“It (canola) really suffered from the excessive moisture this year, but the barley and wheat that | have
taken off are probably near-record yields — the best we’ve seen in ten years, for sure — and the quality is still
up there, so fingers crossed, the cereals will make up for the lack of yield in canola.”

He said he seeded 1,400 acres of canola and 900 acres of wheat and barley this year. He said he is
expecting about 60 to 75 per cent of what an average yield for canola would have been over the last 10 years,
but he is seeing about a 50 per cent increase in the yields for wheat and barley over what an average yield
would be. He added he has heard from a number of farmers experiencing the same results.

“I’m hearing some astronomical numbers out there for what people are getting (in cereal crop yields),”
he said.

Ravelli said it has been an odd harvest so far because the cloudy, cool weather for much of the last few
weeks has meant crops are not maturing the way he expected. He said normally he would be taking the cereal
crops of first, but this year he has been forced to switch back and forth between canola and cereals.

“It has been a little bit of a struggle this year to find fields to combine,” he said.

However, he said he is about halfway done combining, and if the sunny, windy weather holds up, he
expects to be done by the second week of October. He said those conditions are ideal for storage as well,
because if farmers run out of room in their bins, they can always let the crops dry in the fields.

He added that although prices traditionally fall this time of year in response to the increase in supply as
crops are harvested around the world, they are still relatively high for wheat and barley.

It has been one extreme to the other for farmers in this region, as they’ve had to deal with several years of
dry summers, including a severe drought last year, followed by record rainfall events this summer.

“We’ve had five years of exceptionally dry weather, and then to all of a sudden flip it over this year and
go to a record rainfall has just been amazing,” said Ravelli.

“We have to be pretty happy with what is going on,” he added. “On the harvest side, everything is
progressing well and the markets are strong, so it should be a profitable year for farmers, and certainly we
needed that after the last five years of drought. There was a lot of hurt out there for farmers.”

He said hopefully with some money back in their pockets they can invest that back into their farms by
making equipment purchases they might have been holding off on.

Outside of harvesting, he added it should be an interesting year for farmers in the West with regards to the
pending changes to the Canadian Wheat Board.

“I think it’s going to be a very positive change, so I’m looking forward to seeing what happens with that
next year,” he said. “I don’t want to lose the Canadian Wheat Board, but if it does happen it’s only because of

their lack of efforts and their stubbornness against change.”

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TWINNING HIGHWAYS 2 & 97N

Highway 2 between the Alberta border and Dawson Creek and Highway 97 between Dawson Creek and
Fort St. John will be widened to four lanes, to improve both safety and capacity along the well-used route.

Engineering and design work is now underway on the long-term project that is slated to begin in 2012,

"We have challenging terrains compared to many provinces in this country and other jurisdictions in
North America," said Minister of Transportation and Infrastructure Blair Lekstrom. "This is a long-range plan.
This will not happen in one or two years."

The total budget of the project isn't known yet, but it will cost "hundreds upon hundreds of millions of
dollars," according to Lekstrom.

"Infrastructure has to be put into the ground, whether it is on our roads, our intersections, passing through
communities or on bridges."

The province is investing almost $4 million this year to plan seven projects along these routes.

Highway 2 will be widened to four lanes from Tupper Creek to Rusheinski Road, from 1 Street to 8 Street
in Dawson Creek, from Rolla Road to 1 Street and along the Tupper Creek Bridge and 4-Mile Culvert.

Southbound passing lane and intersection improvements are also slated for the highway.

Along Highway 97, the bottom of the South Taylor Hill will be widened to four lanes and a northbound
passing lane will be constructed at Farmington Fairways.

Lekstrom said the highway will be twinned in sections, similar to how it was done in Alberta.

Even though the whole route from Fort St. John to Alberta won't be finished for years, the minister said
completing each step of the project helps people and goods safely arrive at the border.

Industry in B.C. will benefit from highway improvements.

"In order to be able to deliver a strong economy, social programs and programs for the people of our
province, you need a backbone. And the backbone to that infrastructure is transportation,” he said.

"The breadbasket of British Columbia is being driven right here in the Peace. If we're going to continue
with the development and industry that we have in the area, we need a strong backbone and transportation."

He said safety along the highway would also be vastly improved after the four-lane construction is
complete.

Lekstrom said widening Highways 2 and 97 has been discussed in the South Peace Region for the last 20

years.

DUST SUPPRESSION

A contract to provide additional dust suppression and base stabilization to South Peace area roads has
been awarded to Yellowhead Road and Bridge.

Dust control is applied to specific sections of road to address local concerns with dust near homes, school
zones, playgrounds, businesses and community buildings. Work is underway and will be completed by the end
of July.

"We're responding to residents' concerns over the dust created by increased vehicle traffic on local roads.
In spite of our wet weather this year, the roads will dry quickly once the rains subside and dust will continue to
be an issue in the region. We're targeting specific stretches of road with increased dust suppression, to improve
the quality of life for many families in the South Peace" said Minister of Transportation and Infrastructure
Blair Lekstrom.

In 2010, the ministry allocated an additional $500,000 in support of this program. The ministry's
commitment of $1.2 million this year for dust control is more than double last year's, and shows the ministry's

continued commitment to improving road safety in the Peace.

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AIRPORT SUSTAINABILITY PLAN

The city is working on a sustainability plan for the Dawson Creek Airport that will address its challenges
and provide direction over the next 20 years.

The airport is facing many challenges, including its close location to larger airports in Fort St. John and
Grande Prairie.

All aspects of the airport will be scrutinized, including infrastructure, passenger traffic, cargo and fees.

"Everyone has a different opinion about the airport and how money should be spent,” said Dawson Creek
Mayor Mike Bernier. "We want to make sure the airport is being a benefit to the taxpayers of Dawson Creek.

The strategic plan is scheduled to be competed around October.

Currently, the only public airline to use the airport is Central Mountain Air, which flies in once a day,
according to Bernier

But the mayor said the strategic plan is not necessarily a business plan for the airport to take in more
planes.

"The airport serves a lot of private flights from the oil and gas industry and local people with their own
planes," he said. "The airport is used quite a bit. There are over 500 flights arriving every month on average,
but this changes depending on the month.

A land use strategy will be developed, including whether to construct a runway expansion.

Together, the plan will provide a vision and goals to guide future development of airport land.

One goal is to better integrate the airport with tourism and economic development initiatives.

The city wants to see more people flying into the Dawson Creek Airport, instead of flying to Fort St. John
or Grande Prairie and then driving to the city.

McElhanney Consulting Services, partnering with Patricia Maloney and Associates, came in with the
lowest bid for the strategic plan at $63,000.

Staff will be negotiating
with the consulting service to
reduce the scope of the
project to meet the
restrictions of the 2011
budget.

"[The plan] will consider
the socioeconomic benefits of
the airport, assess the current
sustainability of the airport,
and look at revenues and fees
and funding options, timing

The development of the
plan will include meetings with the city, the Airport Advisory Committee and key stakeholders including
representatives from tourism and oil and gas industries.

The airport manager and city staff are encouraging participation from Dawson Creek and area residents
during the public consultation portions of the project.

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BEAUTIFICATION PROJECTS

Dawson Creek residents can expect to see parks, flowerbeds and other green spaces "beautified" for the

summer.

The Dawson Creek Beautification Committee is out in full force, planting colorful flowers and shrubs in
plant beds, putting in extra trees and keeping up with ever-growing weeds.
The committee, which receives funding from the city, but is mostly volunteer based, has more than 70

plant beds around town.

One of its main accomplishments this year is Peace Park.
In addition to numerous well-stocked flower-beds, the committee is putting in a unique human sundial.
A person can stand in the middle and the sundial will tell him or her the time of day and the month based

on the person's shadow.

A celebration for the sundial is slated for September
when the structure will be completed.

The city gives the Beautification Committee an
annual grant of $12,000, which it uses to hire a gardener
to keep up the beds.

One of the most noticeable "beautification" projects
is transformation of the traffic circle at 8 Street and the
Alaska Highway.

Last week, workers took out a bunch of dead
and healthy plants from the area.

The healthy plants, such as roses and shrubs,
are being re-homed by the committee in other plant
beds around town.

Dawson Creek residents can expect to see
colorful perennials, small shrubs and trees in the
circle, said parks facilities manager Darcy Perrin.

And the garden won't fade away as soon as
colder weather hits.

"The garden is designed to have color
throughout the summer and into the fall,” Perrin
said.

The project is scheduled to be competed in

about a month.

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RECLAIMED WATER PROJECT

The City of Dawson Creek's reclaimed water project continues to move ahead towards completion early
next year.

Special projects manager Greg Dobrowolski said design drawings have recently been completed for the
sewage treatment facility, and he expects the contract for construction of the facility will be put out to tender
within the first week of July.

Meanwhile, he said trucks continue to haul gravel in daily for construction of submerged attached growth
reactor (SAGR) cells, which he described as basically giant gravel filters that include a microbial community
that helps to break down solid waste and neutralize harmful chemicals. Those cells are being constructed using
the west end of an existing float plane base at the airport.

He added a blower building - which provides air to the cells to facilitate the growth of the microorganisms
- is nearly complete.

Dobrowolski said when the project is finished -which is expected to be in late March next year - raw
sewage will still go through the existing treatment process before being pumped into the SAGR cells for
further treatment. That effluent water is then piped to the treatment facility, where chemicals are added and a
filter is used to remove any remaining solid waste, and chlorine is added, and then the water is stored in a
reservoir under the building.

As per the agreement with Shell Canada, the company has the right to withdraw up to 3,600 cubic metres
of treated waste water per day from the facility in exchange for providing the bulk of capital funding required
for the project, up to $9.75 million. The company has its own pump station and is building pipelines to carry
the water to its operations in the Groundbirch area.

The city will build a bulk water fill station to sell its 1,100 cubic metre per day allocation to other oil and
gas companies, or to use it for its own operation such as watering flower beds and sports fields, and for street
cleaning. However, Dobrowolski said the
biggest impact will be getting the local oil and
gas industry off of buying potable water for its
operations.

He said the new treatment process is
consistent with pending federal regulations that
are expected to impose stricter standards on the
quality of waste water being discharged into the
environment.

With additional filtering steps, he said the
waste water could be treated to a standard
where it would be drinkable. He said he is
aware that in other countries like Singapore
they do actually divert sewage back into
treatment and treat it to a drinkable standard,
but he said the city is not contemplating that at
this time.

Dobrowolski said the project - a first in
North America - has stoked a lot of interest
from other municipalities and from industry.
He said they've had visits from engineers from
the City of Lloydminster and the County of
Grande Prairie in Alberta, as wells as enquires
from interested parties in the United States.

By visiting www.dawsoncreek.ca, residents are able to watch previous council meetings if they missed
them on TV or couldn't attend in person.

"This council and part of my commitment when | ran for mayor was we wanted to make sure that every
piece of information, everything that goes on here at the city, is available to the public,” said Mayor Mike
Bernier.

"To do that, you have to look at all available opportunities.”

Bernier's goal is to make all the information available so that people know what's happening in the city
and, perhaps more importantly, why.

"We don't do anything behind closed doors," he said. "We want to make sure it's in the public's view."

Having council videos online is just a trial right now. Bernier and city administration will be looking at
the community response to see if this is a worthwhile expenditure.

"Whether we do this or not is yet to be seen," said Bernier.

"We'll see what the response is, if people will utilize it, because we're not going to go through an expense
if it's not going to be beneficial to the community."

Bernier said for residents to combine print and TV media with council videos is the best way to make sure
they have all the information about a subject they need.

"There's a lot of discussion, a lot of reading, a lot of process that takes place behind the scenes before we
make a decision. If we can get that information out to people it's just more beneficial to them as a citizen in the
community."

The videos are playable both on computers and mobile devices. Viewers can also skip ahead in the videos
to the parts that interest them.

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WORK 1S UNDERWAY TO REPAIR DAMAGED CULVERTS

Work is underway to repair culverts near the intersection of 17 Street and 102 Avenue in Dawson Creek
that were damaged by heavy flooding earlier this summer.

Crews were working on the culvert at 101 Avenue and 17 Street, removing material in order to access and
repair damaged sections.

"There was quite a bit of scouring and washing away of edges of the banks and even bits of the sidewalk
and roads on each side of that crossing," said Kevin Henderson, Director of Infrastructure for the City of
Dawson Creek. "Now that the water levels are really low on the (Dawson) Creek, we're able to get in there,
clean it up a bit and re-secure each edge by putting some lock blocks in there, which will help to prevent any
scouring in the future."

He said in a couple of weeks after that section is completed, similar repairs will be done to the culvert on
102 Avenue just off of 17 Street.

Henderson said the work is really to repair and restore the culverts to ensure safety, but won't necessarily
alter creek flows in the case of another heavy rainfall event like the ones experienced in late June and early
July. However, he said the city's watershed steward, Reg Whitten, will lead a site assessment along the length
of the creek, looking for vulnerabilities such as slope erosion and what might be done to mitigate them.

"There are some things we need to take a bit of a bigger look at," said Henderson.

He said the city is eligible under the Provincial Emergency Program to apply to recoup the cost of the

repair work to the culverts. The work is expected to be completed in early September.

RAIN BARRELS & COMPOSTERS

Nearly 1,400 rain barrels and composters were being distributed to residents of Dawson Creek and
surrounding communities as part of the City of Dawson Creek's effort to promote sustainability.

Kevin Henderson, director of infrastructure and sustainability for the city, said they were looking for a
way to encourage water conservation in the city.

"It's very easy to look at our records and see in the summertime, during watering months, our water usage
is considerably higher, and we know that goes to gardens,” he said. "We're just trying to find ways we can help
our residents out to continue to water them when we have water restrictions, and to help them save a little bit
of money on their water bill."

He added the composters certainly help divert waste that would normally go into the region's landfills.
Henderson said he even picked up a rain barrel for his own home.

He said given the success of this program, there has already been some discussion on implementing a
similar program to incentivize the purchase of low-flush toilets.

"I think there's another huge opportunity to save water," said Henderson. "It's a considerable savings to go
with a low-flush toilet, and people will see that on their water bills."

EnCana also helped out to secure the order by purchasing 45 units each of the rain barrels and composters
to distribute to not-for-profit groups, schools and churches.

"It's a way to be active in the community, and looking at little ways to help out is a huge way the company
works," said Jason Gowda, a surface lands representative for EnCana who was helping to distribute units this

afternoon.

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2ND QUARTER REPORT FOR ENCANA EVENTS CENTRE

The number of events, attendance and gross revenues were all up over budgeted projections, though the
operation as a whole remains heavily subsidized.

The EnCana Events Centre has exceeded expectations in the first six months of this year, according to a
report received by city council.

The figures regarding the EnCana Events Centre were included in a Budget Variance Report presented to
Dawson Creek City Council. That report includes revenue and expenditure figures for the City of Dawson
Creek's entire operations for this year up to June 30.

The report showed as of June 30, the events centre hosted 29 events compared to the 27 that were
projected for the first half of the year. As a result, total attendance was up to just under 27,000 compared to the
projected attendance of 24,200, and gross revenue was $2.14 million compared to a budget projection of $1.24
million to June 30.

"I think over our first, second, and now into our third year, we keep build-ing upon our successes and that
momentum keeps building," said Ryan Mclvor, general manager of the facility with Global Spectrum
Management.

He added those figures were no doubt bolstered by the sold-out KISS concert on June 30.

However, gross operating expenditures were also up to $2.66 million compared to the budgeted amount of
$2.07 million to June 30. Mclvor said there are many variables that determine whether each show they host
will be profitable, but they are constantly looking for efficiencies and economies-of-scale to bring those costs
down.

The City of Dawson Creek's operating subsidy paid to the events centre as of June 30 was $524,000,
compared to the $1.68 million budgeted for the whole year. Another $500,000 has been allocated for capital
improvements to the facility, mainly for changes to the rigging steel in the arena to allow for different
configurations of the stage during concerts.

"Instead of just being able to put concerts at the stage end, where every concert has been played, we will
be able to put the stage at the red line at centre ice," said Mclvor, "and therefore we can bring in smaller shows
and more variety of shows because of the ability to scale the venue in an appropriate manner for the artist."

Those figures also don't include the subsidy the City of Dawson Creek is providing the EnCana Events
Centre's anchor tenant, the Dawson Creek Rage Junior 'A' hockey team. As of June 30, the total subsidy paid
to the team was $321,000, and following a decision by city council in July, the total commitment to the team
was increased by $102,000 to just over $777,000.

The Rage begins its second season in the Northern American Hockey League in September, and will play
17 home games - including exhibition games - in the events centre in this calendar year.

The activity doesn't seem to be slowing down at the events centre, as over the next few months it will host
Godsmack, Big & Rich and Gretchen Wilson, Professional Bull Riding, King of the Cage, Gordon Lightfoot,
and a Community Futures BC Annual Conference.

Mclvor said the figures regarding the facility don't tell the whole story in terms of the economic spinoffs
of hosting all those events.

"People are going out for dinner, staying at hotels, buying gas, et cetera, and the events centre is doing
what it is supposed to do, which is attract people from Fort St. John, Grande Prairie and further than that."

He applauded the citizens of Dawson Creek and city councils present and past for having the vision to
make the city the "events capital of the Peace region," saying he believes that vision is coming to fruition and

the community should be proud of what it has to offer.

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VISITORS STUDY LOCAL INDUSTRY

The Mile 0 City continues to attract both national and international attention for not only being a hub for
oil and gas activity, but a model for sustainability, said Mayor Mike Bernier.

The mayor said through the months of July and August, the city will have hosted several delegations of
elected officials - some from as far away as Europe and South Korea, and some from our own federal
government - who are on fact-finding tours in the region. He said he is proud to say many of the delegates he
has already met with have commented on how interesting it is that Dawson Creek continues to win awards for
being a "green," sustainable community in the midst of the boom and hustle of oil and gas activity.

Bernier said all of the groups were interested in the new technologies used in the local industry, as well as
how the industry interacts with residents here. He said while he highlighted the positives for the community
due to the growth of the industry, he also brought up the issues it faces because of that growth as well.

He said, for example, he was invited to give his perspective on how the development has affected the city
and how the community is adjusting to that change to a visiting group of federal ministers and MPs. He said
some of the issues he brought up were the need for funding for additional policing and for infrastructure, and
the concerns about industry's use of water and the difficulties with water shortages last year.

He said the elected officials from overseas were interested in the positive and negatives of the petroleum
industry as well, and how they might apply those lessons in their respective countries.

"A lot of their questions were political - how do we partner with industry, how does the community
benefit from having industry here, and how do we as elected officials communicate with these oil and gas
companies to ensure they understand their social license for the area.”

The mayor said any opportunity to promote the city is undoubtedly a positive.

"The important is the fact we’re still being recognized as a focal point for development and investment.
My job as the mayor is to basically be a salesperson for the community, so | take every opportunity to meet

with these people and brag about how great we are."

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CARBON FUND PoLicy

The City of Dawson Creek was honoured at the Union of BC Municipalities Convention in Vancouver,
receiving a 2011 Energy & Climate Action Award in the Corporate Operations category for its Carbon Fund.
Mayor Mike Bernier said that the City has clearly demonstrated its commitment to taking action on climate
change and implementing innovative policies, plans and actions to help meet the Climate Action Charter
commitment of carbon neutrality by 2012.

"It's a great opportunity to not only win the award but because of all the recognition we're getting from the
premier, the ministers and all the mayors from throughout the province."”

He said Dawson Creek has won an award at the UBCM four out of the last five years.

Dawson Creek’s Carbon Fund is designed to set aside funds annually to finance greenhouse gas emission
reduction projects. Dawson Creek will earmark $100 per tonne to be used to implement emissions reduction
projects at both the corporate and community scale.

Bernier predicts other cities will implement a similar carbon fund plan.

"Many people like the idea but they weren't sure how to go about it. A lot of cities want to get there, but
we're just one step ahead - that's why we won the award."

The fund could also be used to finance projects that will lead to emissions reduction, such as research and
education, but it cannot be used to purchase offsets.

The city is looking to reduce over-all emissions and minimize its offset liability first; then, it will purchase
offsets if necessary to meet the Climate Action Charter commitment of carbon neutrality by 2012.

To finance the Carbon Fund, Dawson Creek's CARIP rebate will be deposited into it; however, since the
CARIP rebate will be less than $100 per tonne, the difference will be made up from Dawson Creek's general
revenues. Dawson Creek's Carbon Fund is estimated to be $360,000 per year.

From 2004 to 2007, the city's greenhouse gas emissions increased by 34%, largely due to construction of
the EnCana Events Centre.

Over 200 city-owned streetlights have been replaced with more efficient bulbs, and traffic lights have also
been switched out for LED bulbs.

Solar panel speed and crossing signs have been popping up around the city, and a number of city
buildings incorporate solar panels for water heating and other tasks.

Dawson Creek's current fuel consumption balances out at about 53% from natural gas, 36% from
electricity, six per cent from diesel and four per cent from gasoline.

However, electricity is the cleanest and produces the least emissions, accounting for just six per cent
overall emissions, while natural gas accounts for almost three quarters of all emissions in the city.

TARGET TAKES OVER ZELLERS

The CBC is reporting that Target — a discount retailer based in Minneapolis, Minnesota — will open
between 125 to 135 stores in Canada, including in Dawson Creek, starting in 2013 after acquiring 189 leases
from the Hudson’s Bay Company, which owns Zellers.

The report suggests Zellers will continue to operate at their present location for some time until
remodelling work gets underway, which is estimated to cost about $10 million and take six to nine months to
complete. In fact, Zellers is currently posting job openings at its Dawson Creek store.

The CBC also reports that Target reached a deal with Sobeys to supply food at Target stores when they
begin opening in 2013.

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WATER SUPPLY

Dawson Creek will continue to get its water from the highly turbid Kiskatinaw River because it is more
affordable and easier to access than the Peace or Murray Rivers.

Every year, the city can extract over three million cubic metres of water from the river, which sometimes
has turbidity readings 2,000 times the recommended level for drinking water.

The river is located 18 kilometres west of the Dawson Creek and originates 60 kilometres south at
Bearhole Lake.

A sixth reservoir for the Kiskatinaw River will be built on city land to store additional water. The project
will cost between $15 and $25 million to complete,

The Raw Water Reservoir will provide the city with an additional 1.9 million cubic metres of raw water,
which is around one year's worth of stored water.

The project is "currently beyond the city's means,” but around $1 million will be put in reserve for the
project each year. The city hopes a grant will cover two-thirds of the reservoir.

The city currently has 90 days of stored water if all five existing reservoirs are full.

A study completed in 2003 shows the cost of taking water from the Murray River would be least $25.8
million, while drawing from the Peace River was estimated at $25 million.

These numbers do not include project management, regulatory costs or land purchase for right of ways.

Kevin Henderson, director of infrastructure and sustainable development, said city council identified an
update on water security to be a top priority.

"Through the report you can see there has been a significant amount of time spent by previous councils
and this council to ensure the security of our water.

"Looking at things such as the Bearhole Weir -which holds hack water at the headwaters of the
Kiskatinaw River in case we have droughts — to numerous upgrades to the water treatment plant, and
obviously the latest one we’re working on is the reclaimed water plant."”

Dawson Creek has over 140 kilometres of water pipes running throughout the city.

An additional treated reservoir is in the plans to add to two existing reservoirs close to the city.

It will be located on the old Loran Reservoir site at the north side of Dawson Creek.

The Water Reclamation Project was developed in response to industry's growing demand for water.

"The demand for water has grown over the last seven years to a point where approximately 20% of all the
water produced is being utilized in the [fraccing] industry,"” the report says.

The project takes effluent from the sewage lagoons and treats it to a very high standard that meets
provincial requirements for water reuse.

The city formed a partnership with Shell Canada to help fund the $11.5 million project in exchange for a
portion of the reclaimed water.

The water security report provides the history of Dawson Creek's water storage. Having enough water
storage allows the city to operate properly in times of drought.

The Arras Weir was installed in 1992 when the region was experiencing one of its worst droughts in
history. At the time, the river pumphouse intake located in Arras was completely out of water and the city was
not able to pump.

The weir provides a small catchment area of 310,00 cubic metres and allowed the water to be drawn once
again.

"If this would not have been constructed there would have been subsequent years that we would have
been unable to pump due to the level of the river being below the intake at the pumphouse,” the report says.

Other projects, including the Bearhole Lake Weir, the Hansen Reservoir, the Hart Reservoirs and the Trail

Reservoir, help the city store enough raw water.

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DEVELOPMENT PERMITS

City council approved a development permit for a Wendy’s restaurant among a couple of other
development applications. The restaurant is proposed on three vacant lots along Eighth Street and 114 Avenue,
across from the Northern Lights College.

Chief administrative officer Jim Chute noted the lots are actually remediated brownfield sites that used to
be occupied by a Turbo gas station.

The permit requires the successful completion of a 10-day notification period and receipt of the required
financial security in the amount of $50,000.

Council also approved a development permit for the construction of a 4,800-square-foot office and
warehouse building proposed by Techmation Electric and Controls for 69 Vic Turner Road.

The property currently houses a 40-foot office trailer and two, 40-foot sea-cans which are being used as
tool cribs. The proposed building will be used to provide electrical and instrumentation services to the oil and
gas industry and approximately 10 employees will be working out of the location.

The permit is also subject to a 10-day notification period, and a $60,000 security bond.

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DEBT MANAGEMENT PLAN

City council adopted a new debt management policy.

Obijects of the policy include promoting objectivity and consistency in decision-making; promoting long-
term, sustainable planning; ensuring debt management is considered in the context of the organization's
management, financial and capital planning objectives; ensuring flexibility is maintained in the context of the
local government's market opportunities and changing conditions; establishing targets and measures for
ongoing management of the debt program, and more.

Chief Financial Officer Shelly Woolf explained at council that consistent, stable debt management is
preferable to a haphazard approach.

She said that debt financing will be used as an integral component to funding the city's long-term capital
investment plan. As well, it will be used as a leveraging tool to secure third-party funding for capital
investment opportunities and recognized as a funding tool to ensure equitable distribution of investment cost
necessary for ongoing service delivery.

In terms of debt obligation, the directive states that Dawson Creek may undertake debt obligation
temporarily, to be used as a line of credit, pending the receipt of taxation revenues. As well, the city may
undertake debt obligation to be used as a bridging instrument pending long-term financing, for financing
tangible capital assets or for a financial emergency that was not anticipated.

Chief Administrative Officer Jim Chute said this is definitely not business as usual, but is actually a
significant change for council.

"The first thing you will do when contemplating debt is check off to make sure that the debt is for any of
the purposes that you approved in the policy; then you will look to see if you're within your borrowing limits
that are mandated by the provincial government,” explained Chute.

"You have always done those two things. In addition to that you're going to be ensuring you're never
spending more than 15 per cent of your operational expenditures on debt repayment, and that will be a very
limiting factor for you. Finally, in the same way that a private business would, you're going to look at all the
indicators of your own financial condition."

Looking at the indicators will ensure that the city is in good financial shape to take on the debt, explained
Chute.

As of 2010, the city's outstanding debt totaled just over $25 million.

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HOCKEY ACADEMY

School's out for summer, and most of the pieces
are in place for Dawson Creek's first school-based
hockey academy that will start in September at the
Central and South Peace campuses.

"We are pleased with the progress to date. We
have two solid groups of approximately 22 in each
with a few additional registrations coming in. We
are delighted that Dawson Creek has such a
demand, and clearly the interest is there,” said Craig
Millin, who operates the Pacific Rim Hockey
Academy (PRHA).

"At this point, the participants are in place; the
ice is allocated; and we are completing the planning
process that will provide participants, staff and
administration with the details of each day at the
academy. This includes on-ice content, off-ice
conditioning, special events and educational
classroom sessions."

The Academy will run from September to
January at the two Dawson Creek schools and is
similar to programs at several schools in the Lower
Mainland.

Hockey players, both rep and house, who have
enrolled will receive a 75-minute on-ice or off-ice
session a day, five days a week. The class is a
ministry-approved credit course and will replace a
school physical education course for those students
who enroll.

Because it is a ministry-approved course, a
School District 59 teacher must oversee it. Central
campus teacher Neil McDonald has been appointed
as the academic teacher for the program, and the
PRHA will announce its on- and off-ice instructors
in the coming weeks, said Millin.

The 44 students have been split evenly into two
groups with Grade 8 and 9 students in one group
and a few stronger Grade 9s joining the Grade 10,
11 and 12 students in the older group.

Most of the players are from the rep level, but
there are also some house-level players. There are
three goalies in each group and several female

players in the predominately male class.

Anderson has given out over 500 booklets for
kids to keep track of the books they've read.

Older siblings often read to their younger
brothers or sisters, Anderson said.

"Kids who can't read yet still benefit from the
club because it introduces them to reading. They're
more likely to continue reading later on if they see it
as a part of their everyday lives."

For her, it has been personally rewarding to
help many children in Dawson Creek keep up their
reading skills during the summer, a time when
reading can easily be put on the back burner.

She said the reading skills children learn while
they're younger follow them into adulthood.
Anderson said learning how to read well during
elementary school helps improve performance in
high school.

Kids move a planet around a large solar system
to help them keep track of the number of books
they've read. Draws for prizes take place through-
out the week to give kids extra encouragement to
pick up a book.

Many craft and outdoor toys are available to be
won, including a Toy Story bubble set, a swimming
-themed Dora doll and a Fisher Price boat full of
animals that can be used in the pool.

Kids got a chance to enter a special draw if they
walked or biked to the library, an activity Anderson
said shows youngsters the importance of having a
healthy lifestyle.

SENIORS COMPUTER CLUB

You never stop learning. This motto is especially true for the seniors who attend the Monday Morning
Computer Club at the Co-op Cafe.

This eight-week coarse is casual in nature, but very informative to this group of eager learners. Run by the
South Peace Seniors Access Services Society and sponsored by Dawson Creek Literacy Outreach, the program
is addressing the desire of some seniors to become more computer literate.

In the six weeks the program has ran, instructor Sheldon Cooke, has already taught the students about
computer maintenance, how to maintain the operating system, all the different aspects of Google such as
maps, Gmail, images, and videos. They've talked about word processing through Google docs and he's
introduced them to the cloud and how they can save data in a different place. Cooke also brought in an old
Mac tower because it opens easily and wanted to show the group what the interior of a computer looks like.

"It's kind of like looking under the hood of a car. It makes it more understandable and less daunting,"
Cooke said.

"It gives them a deeper level of comfort and makes it less of a mystical, magic thing," he continues.

One lesson explored different world wide web browsers, and Cooke introduced the seniors to the more
entertaining side of the web such as YouTube where they watched "The Stalking Cat" and gaming sites where
they played a round of Plants vs. Aliens.

Last week they learned about social media websites.

"l think it's most important to facilitate communication. It's critical for their well-being and happiness, to
keep them in touch with their families,” Cooke said.

"We're here to learn, you're learning all your life," says Elizabeth Balla, who wants to be able to
communicate with her grandchildren through social media.

These students are very committed, Cooke says each week they go home and practice and come back with
more knowledge.

The program is free, but spots are full for the summer session. A new beginner and intermediate course is

scheduled for September.

TREE-TEMBER

Learning Hub.

Overall, Cleve seems thrilled with the new centre. She said the facility will still be serving a need in the

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MATERNITY WARD MAKEOVER

Mothers and their newborns will enjoy extra space and a calming atmosphere at the soon-to-be renovated
maternity wing at the Dawson Creek Hospital.

The Dawson Creek Hospital Foundation is well on its way to fund-raising enough money to make the
changes possible.

So far, the foundation is just $100,000 shy of its $430,000 goal for the Extreme Maternity Makeover
Project.

Northern Health is providing the remainder of the money needed.

The whole maternity ward is in dire need of an upgrade, according to Jerimy Earl, the foundation's
communication and events coordinator.

Some parts of the maternity ward haven't been updated since the 1960s, leaving a myriad of structural and
equipment related issues.

The renovations should make mothers more comfortable before and after they give birth.

The maternity ward is in much need of an upgrade, especially since the birthrate at the hospital has almost
doubled over the last five years, Earl said.

There were 352 live births at the hospital in 2009, up from 208 births in 2004. And the number has
increased even further in the last couple years.

The ward will not only look better, it will also be more functional.

The foundation would like to purchase new, updated equipment because most of the equipment is made
for adults, not infants and toddlers.

"We have two birthing rooms in the hospital, and one doesn't have a bathroom. Part of the renovation
would be to put one in so that women in labour don't have to get up and walk down the hall.”

He said the atmosphere of where women give birth goes a long way to making them feel more at ease.

The renovation will also include installing new birthing beds.

The changes will also make work easier on doctors and nurses in the maternity ward. In addition, the
nursery will be expanded and security features added.

The foundation has also raised money for a new radiant warmer and a neonatal crash cart for emergency
cases.

The Dawson Creek Hospital Foundation helps raise money for areas of the hospital that need
improvement. It is a non-profit organization managed by a volunteer board of directors and has been active in

the South Peace since 1992.

While management of the facility has since been taken over by the Northern Health Authority, the Rotary
club's commitment to it continues, as last year they helped refurbish two palliative care rooms at the manor.

The club also hosts annual community events such as the Old Fashioned Christmas at Pioneer Village and
the Cabin Fever dinner in February.

To make all of those things possible, it takes the support of the community through fundraisers such as the
annual Rotary Pigeon Races and Rotary TV Auction.

The club's service goes beyond municipal boundaries, however. Over the years, local Rotarians have
supported a computer exchange program in Russia, provided buses and ambulances to Mexico and delivered
shelter boxes to Haiti, just to name a few projects.

Mottishaw said the world is getting smaller in many ways because of communication technologies, and it
is gratifying to see how the work of a small group of people can make a big difference in the lives of people
around the world.

That outward looking view has been taken up by the Rotary Interact Club, a group of young Rotarians
who for the past several years have raised hundreds of thousands of dollars for a girls school in the African
nation of Malawi.

CASINO REVENUES

Gamblers in Dawson Creek have been betting their luck more this year on casino games.

Chances Dawson Creek casino made just under $14 million in the 2010/2011 year from slot machines and
bingo, according to the British Columbia Lottery Corporation (BCLC).

The casino made $13 million from its 150 slot machines and another $753,000 from bingo, surpassing the
2009/2010 revenue by more than $1 million.

In comparison, Chances Fort St. John casino made $15 million from slots and bingo from March 2010 to
the same lime this year, up nearly $1.5 million from the previous year.

"Council supported the gaming centre because people were going across the border through Alberta to the
casino in Grande Prairie," Bernier said. "It was our hope all the things we were doing in the community, with
the Events Centre and the gaming centre, will make people coming through our town stay here.

The BCLC achieved a record net income of $1.1 billion last year, $25.5 million over last year but $10.4
million less than budgeted.

Gamblers won a total of $2 billion, up $87 million from the 2009/2010 results.

Each year, community and charitable organizations receive gaming grants awarded by the province for
public safety, youth and disabled sports, people in need, festivals, museums and other programs like
preschools.

"A percentage of what is spent at the casinos goes back to the community to help with different projects
and towards other costs, like policing," Bernier said. "There are a lot of organizations 'in the community that
benefit too because there are grants that are available through the gaming centre that go to them.

"A lot of sports groups, school groups and kids' programs benefit from the grant money that comes back
from the casino."”

This year 6,000 charitable and community organizations received $130 million dollars in gaming grants.
